The Parasite
● Font: Bitter
● Example of Dialogue:

- “This bucket list of yours can’t be that harrowing of a task. Let
me see it!”

- “ RUN! There after us!”
● Why:

- Thin and sharp. English majors probably encounter this font
often

- Compared to Comic Sans, this font seems more important,
more educated. It’s got things to do, people to talk to,
businesses to capitalize on, etc.

- The name of the font honestly speaks for itself

SECRET AGENTS
● Font: staatliches



● Example of Dialogue: “stop right there, were agents of PRL, and your under
arrest for suspension to be a possible alien parasite host.” (PRL = Parasite
research lab)

● Why:
- lowercase letters do not exist with this font. The agents can relate to

this.
- Compared to other fonts, this one is bold and slightly imposing. Seems like

the type of font to be on an official government document.

Stereotypical Cheerleader

● Font: comfortaa (normal)
● Example of Dialogue:

- “What? No ill be there soon.” (on cellphone)
- “Thank you, you have a nice day as well.”

● Why:
- A bubbly sort of font. Not a whole lot of sharp edges with

this one

Electric scooter Grandma
● Font: amatic SC (bolded)
● Example of Dialogue:

- “thank you younge man.”
- “ ill be on my way now.”

● Why:
- Looks innocent
- Shaky and frail
- Typical kind and serious grandma

Trucker guy
● Font: Raleway (semi bold)
● Example of Dialogue:

- “Hey man, hows it going?”
- “Have a good day now.”

● Why:



- Looks serious and tough/sterdy
- Tucker is patient but also serious about his schedule
- Looks roughish, just like how his days usually are
